   - Wait 15 minutes to allow the DC bus capacitors to discharge.
   - Follow the instructions given in the chapter "Verifying the Absence of Voltage" in the installation manual of the product.
• Before applying voltage to the drive system:
   - Verify that the work has been completed and that the entire installation cannot cause hazards.
   - If the mains input terminals and the motor output terminals have been grounded and short-circuited, remove 
     the ground and the short circuits on the mains input terminals and the motor output terminals.
   - Verify proper grounding of all equipment.
   - Verify that all protective equipment such as covers, doors, grids is installed and/or closed.
